Students actively participated in discussions, plantation drives involving trees like Mehoconi, 

Koronj, Neem, and flowering plants, as well as vegetable seed distribution to encourage kitchen 

gardening. A drawing competition provided a platform for creative expression, while clean-up 

drives focused on collecting plastic waste from the surroundings. The programme aimed to instil 

environmental responsibility and promote active participation in creating a cleaner, greener 

future.
